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12 Ways to Plan a Perfect Date by Elena Rover with Matt Titus (adapted by Bryan Bissell)
Getting ready for your first date? A blind date? A date to know each other better?  Here are some tips.
Three Tips for the Perfect First Date
1. For a first date, you want to know each other better. Avoid concerts and movies. You can’t talk very much during those kinds of dates. You need time to talk and focus on each other. 
2. Don’t make the date too dramatic.  Show your personality without an impressive event. Go back to basics: effort and charm. 
3. Always schedule the first date for the daytime. The nighttime has a lot of romantic connections and more pressure. Going out during the daytime is more relaxed.

Blind Dates
Plan a group activity in a quiet location. If you don’t like one person, then go talk to another person. If you have good chemistry with someone, you can focus on that person and talk easily. Try going to a museum, an exhibition (at Bexco) or a coffee shop. 

Perfect First Dates 
Why it works: Go bowling. It’s a casual, public place. Almost everyone can do it (and almost nobody is an expert). You can talk, sit and eat, and you’ll probably laugh a lot. It’s low pressure and easy, and not many distractions. 
Alternate options: A weekend brunch is good too. It’s casual, not loud, more relaxed than dinner and you have time to talk. You don’t have to wear fancy clothes. Plan a picnic or explore a new part of town. 

Three Tips for Later Dates
1. When you want to make a better relationship (maybe hoping for a first kiss), make the date a little sexier. The locale should be quieter and more time for talking. 
2. Date at night. This makes any date sexier. There’s more chance of a good-night kiss ;). 
3. Don’t be too sexy. Maybe you could start with a group and then go off together to be more private.
Perfect Next Date: Museum Event
Why it works: Many museums are now having lectures or music on Friday evenings. Some have food and drinks. It’s the perfect place to talk, be affectionate and flirt. There are some interesting things to talk about. You can share your view about the event and see what your partner thinks. 

Alternate options: Go to a restaurant, a show or a nice concert. Go to a place you can dance in the crowd and then go off in a corner and get away. 

Serious Dates

Go to a spa and get a couple’s massage. Bring your date home and cook a meal. Do something your date loves and plan a day so you can share it. 

Three Tips for Making Any Date Perfect
1. Always have a backup plan so that you can change if there are problems (for example if you go bowling and many school kids are there, or your date doesn’t seem to be enjoying it very much.)
2. Be positive and don’t expect everything to be perfect. 
3. Be able to laugh. Don’t take it too seriously (even if you put tons of effort into it). Dating is trial and error, and it’s supposed to be fun. Sometimes you will make mistakes. Keep practicing and keep dating.

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Going for a first date can be pretty intimidating for most people. Your mind may be overcome with fears and insecurities. You may be afraid of rejection, failure, saying the wrong things and coming across like a loser in front of your date. In this context you would really love to know what are some good questions to ask your partner on your first date.

TIP: If 20 questions are too few, try 2000 questions for couples. Recommended if you're considering someone for a long term relationship.

Though most of us have the capacity for smooth, easygoing conversation with friends and family we maybe tongue-tied on a first date. This could be a pretty embarrassing situation. You could take a hard copy of prepared list of questions, which is simply gauche and shows your lack of confidence and good manners.
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On the other hand some men complain that women are ballistic, bombarding them with personal questions and often putting them on the defensive. Some women may be inquisitive by nature and may adopt a confrontational style on the first date itself. Men are advised to adopt humor to deflect such questions and women are asked to steer clear of such questions if they don’t want to see their first dates bolting at the slightest chance.

So, what are some good questions to be fielded around on a first date? Here are twenty such conversation ideas:

1) What is the sort of relationship you are looking for and why

According to some relationship experts this is the most important question to ask on a first date. Once this is asked, it is out there, making it evident to you what you are getting into. You put your profile, on the dating site. In your profile you clearly mention that you are looking for a committed relationship. Now after you meet someone who is positive, you have to pop the big question nonchalantly into the conversation. Your tone must not be inquisitional or confrontational. After you get the answer you must double-check by asking, why? These are good questions on the first date because you don’t want to go on a boat ride with both of you rowing in opposite directions.

2) What do you think is the biggest mistake that men/women make in their relationships?

The answer to this question will reveal what turns him/her off about people and what are his/ her ideas about men and women.

First Date Questions - A guide to conversation on the first date

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Somehow you managed to say all the right things and succeeded in getting her to come out on a date with you. But now that you have, you find the classic "Cat got your tongue" feeling. You think that you’re going to open your mouth and make some dumb gaffe or say the wrong thing and ruin the evening.

A first date is an unnerving experience, and worse still, the onus always seems to be on the man to prove himself. While women have their own apprehensions about what to wear and how to impress, the buck stops there. The pressure is normally more on the guy to do the right thing and more importantly, say the right thing. And women have their antenna up observing the finer nuances of the conversation and reading between the lines, anything that will give them a hint to what you are really like.

Read 2000 questions which you can ask your partner. Never get tongue-tied again.

What are the ideal first date questions and topics you should stick to?

1. No talk of exes …either hers or yours. This is one topic that definitely does not lend itself to a happy, convivial first date atmosphere. Talking about exes inevitably brings in shades of bitterness, anger and animosity, all feelings you should avoid at all costs on a first date. Instead ask her about her family. If she doesn’t seem too forthcoming about her parents, it could be a sore point, or that she doesn’t get along too well with them, in which case avoid delving too deeply. If she seems close to a kid brother or an older sister, ask more about them. Or even her close circle of friends. Whatever makes her comfortable and takes the heat off you.

2. Another ideal first date question is her chosen field of study. Ask her what made her choose the subjects she has, what does she like most about it etc. Chances are she’s passionate about it and will wax eloquent about the details. It will give you valuable insights into her mental faculties. She may not be the class topper, but it can be a good thing if she’s academically inclined.

3. Professional pursuits and career plans are another good topic, if you’re both past your college years. If she gets too carried away with how boring her job is, steer her deftly in the right direction by asking her what she plans to do about it. If she’s content to only complain and sit tight, it will tell you a lot about her personality. If she’s career-oriented and ambitious, it will give you an idea about her go-getting nature and focused approach.

4. It is also a good idea to have some entertaining anecdotes or amusing stories to narrate, to fill in potential awkward gaps in the conversation. Run them by a good friend, preferably a woman or even your sister, to check out their rib-tickling ability. What you may consider funny, everybody might not, and if you’re making the effort to get her to laugh, no harm ensuring you’ve picked the right way to do it!

5. Talking about interests shared or otherwise, is another hot first date topic. Even if you or she doesn’t have a particular hobby, you surely have something you’re passionate about. If she doesn’t show any inclination to talk about sports or your favourite soccer team, take the hint. Remember, it is important to be clued in to her interests and this is your opportunity to find out. You may even discover a common love for something. If you are both voracious readers and have read a couple of the latest on the bestsellers list, you could have an animated discussion on it. Or discuss a movie that caught your fancy. Find out what kind of music she likes and whether she likes dancing, things that could give you ideas on how to catch her fancy if you are going to ask her out again.
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6. Catch her off-guard. When she least expects it, throw in a compliment that she will cherish, all the more because it is unexpected. If for instance, she does talk to you about sports and is knowledgeable about it, you could tell her how refreshing you find that in a woman. While complimenting her avoid making comparisons with other women. Saying things like "Most of the women I know or have taken out..." will seem like you’re either a Casanova, or surrounded by more women than she cares to find out. When you compliment her, do it exclusively and wholeheartedly.

7. And a first date question you can never go wrong with is asking her in general about her likes and dislikes. How to meet women

First, you have to provide yourself with plenty of opportunities to meet women. While bars and clubs might be ideal for a one-night stand (or if you really connect, something more permanent), the perfect places to meet women are where it’s not a one-off thing.

You need to frequent places where you get the chance to probably have more than just a passing encounter with a woman – places like dance classes, language classes, the gym. You don’t have to be anxious about pinning all your hopes on one night, or a standard pick up, where you have to do all the groundwork in the space of a single evening. 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What will you say to her?

Something casual and innocuous should do the trick. But it’s generally best not to show a woman you’re too eager to get to know her. It works better if you don’t make it obvious you’re hitting on her, so you must wait for the right opportunity and make it appear accidental. Once women know they have you on a leash, they’ll string you along, but if you keep them guessing - whether you’re really interested or just being friendly - it will work in your favor.

Keep it light and entertaining. If you’ve given a woman the chance to approach you and she does, don’t let her regret it. Get her to talk and remember, you don’t have to find out everything in one conversation. Unless she asks you, don’t be too anxious to convince her what a great guy you are - women are very intuitive about such things, they don’t need to hear it from you - they can sense it from the way you behave around them. So if it helps, pretend you’re with a casual friend and be as natural and relaxed as possible. Don’t be overanxious to get her to go out with you one of the first times you talk.

Make your first impression a lasting one. If your first few conversations and ‘casual encounters’ don’t go well, she’ll probably start avoiding you and all will be lost. For this you have to strike a balance and capitalize on your strongest assets. Combine impeccable grooming with a decent wardrobe and try and be as clued in to current events as possible. Women are almost always impressed by intelligent talk. But once again, don’t get carried away telling her about your latest project and blow her mind with technicalities.

The key lies in touching on interesting, relevant topics that allow her to participate in a stimulating conversation and impress her with pertinent remarks at the right moments. If you think she doesn’t have much to contribute or is waiting for you to do the talking, entertain her with a few humorous snippets that you keep handy for just such an occasion. The idea is to get her to relax and have a lively exchange so that she actively seeks you out again, or at least doesn’t avoid you!

What you shouldn’t do

There are certain absolute no-nos when you’re trying to hook up with a woman. Avoid nervous gestures and drumming of fingers, dithering and indecisiveness. On the other hand, don’t go to the other extreme and act arrogant or egoistic and brag about your job, car or luxury apartment. If you have to resort to talking about it, you’re either going to come across as desperate or attract the wrong kind of woman, one who’s only looking for what she can get from you.

Don’t get physical too early in the game. If she says ‘no’, back off, don’t persist. Avoid getting drunk or using bad language. Also avoid bringing up any references to your past or relationships gone sour at this stage or you run the risk of coming across as embittered and still wallowing in the past. Don’t be like a panting, eager, puppy dog after a bone – play it cool.

What you should do

And just as there are things you shouldn’t do, there are certain musts. Give her all your attention when she’s talking. Don’t worry about whether she’s a feminist, do all the gentlemanly things – stand up when she walks in, help her on with her jacket or hold the door open for her. Be interested in what she has to say and respond appropriately, and most of all, store it away for future reference. Women just love it if you remember some apparently insignificant detail – to them it means you cared enough to listen.

Try and be a keen observer and pay attention to her body language, it will provide invaluable clues to how she feels about you. If she leans towards you when she talks, brushes up against you more often than can be called accidental or keeps touching you on your hand/arm, she’s definitely interested.

Secure vital information

Once you’re pretty sure where you stand, it's time to go for what you’re after – her contact details. Tell her you’d like to call her sometime, or if you’re going for the direct approach, that you’d like to ask her out. Wait and see if she’s willing to offer you her phone number without making you grovel. If she doesn’t or is still waiting for you to say something more, ask her directly if she’d like to give you her number. If she says no, bow out graciously or if you think she’s scared to give out her number, give her your's. Don’t ask her if she’d like it, she may be uncertain whether to act coy or be honest. However, when you do this, you’re taking the chance that she might not call you. Or if you don’t mind one last-ditch effort, ask for her email address. For safety reasons, women sometimes prefer giving out email addresses, which buys them a little time to get to know you better, while still retaining anonymity if they wish.

Calling her and asking her out

Don’t call her too soon; give it a couple of days after she gives you her number. Don’t leave it too late either or you’ll be diluting the impression you made, especially if it was a really good one! Depending on how the conversation goes, if she sounds relaxed like she’s got the time to talk, ask her out.

Avoid stretching out the conversation too long. Get to the point and if she says yes, don’t be lost as if you weren’t expecting it. Have a date, venue, and a couple of alternatives in mind. And give her a little flexibility. It’s important to be decisive, but not rigid. And if she says no, don’t beg. If she refuses, take the rejection with a chin-up approach. If she agrees, don’t act like she’s handed you the moon.

The first date

On your first date, remember you need to create enough of an impression and give her a good time, but you don’t have to overdo it. Choose somewhere casual like a café, or even a blues bar, or a tasteful (but not necessarily expensive) restaurant – somewhere both of you can connect and get to know each other better.

Also, just because you have asked her out doesn’t make you the needy one. Remember, she may be equally nervous about this date and you aren’t the only one under trial here. Putting her at her ease will serve to relax you as well, and two relaxed people make for an enjoyable evening. If the date goes well and she’s giving out positive body language signals, try for a light kiss at the end of the evening and if she reciprocates, deepen it. But don’t push for anything more.

Calling her and asking her out again

If she doesn’t call you to tell you she had a good time, you could call her and tell her that you did. That’s if you really did. If you didn’t, you wouldn’t want to ask her out again would you? And just to keep her guessing, don’t ask her out again straight off. It will lead her to believe she’s your only option. End the conversation on a positive note and wait a few days to call her again and ask her out.

And when you go out on your second date, do something totally different from the first one. Dates are about two people going out together to have fun, but sometimes they end up in misery for both. This depends on the quality of interaction or nature of conversation between the two of them.

TIP: Read 2000 questions which you should ask to know your partner inside out!

If the communication between the two who are going on a date is not effective, they will not enjoy each other’s company very much and their relationship will not go far. Mere physical attraction cannot help sustain a relationship. A lull in conversation or embarrassed silences or dominating monologues are all mishaps in the dating game.

It takes a lot of sensitivity and plain common sense in choosing what to talk about while on a date. You must steer off controversy as well as monotony, vulgarity as well as stuffiness. You have to appear interesting, empathetic, amusing and intelligent. Some of the questions you can avoid on a date to avoid embarrassment afterwards are as below:

1) Questions on ex-partners

Do not narrate stories of ex-partners and previous relationships. Especially do not reveal all the gory details on how she/he called you 18 times a day or how you cheated on him/her. You end up revealing your own character flaws and perhaps arouse the suspicion that you have not completely got over the previous romance. 3) Avoid politics

Especially on your first date, you must not discuss if and why you are a Democrat or a Republican or what you think of Bush's governance. If your idea of having fun is discussing such topics, you belong to a rare species. A heated argument on politics is sure to sour up a date.
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4) Avoid heavy religion

You can discuss whether you believe in God and what He means to you in your life. But if this leads to metaphysical arguments like the question of abortion, women priests, the question of who created you, the theory of evolution, etc, such discussions are too heavy for a date. Avoid such topics or your date will avoid you like the plague.

5) Don’t whine and complain

Don’t ask questions that lead to whining and complaining. Who wants to listen to how lousy your job is, and how bad the weather is? A date is not the place to air your grievances. Your date is expecting to have fun and if she is greeted with a whining about the traffic, that will put her mood off and strain the rest of the evening. So even if you have had a bad day, get ready to enjoy your date and remember that frowns are as contagious as smiles. So don’t let your mood affect your date.

6) Don’t ask questions about sex

Don’t be too curious about sex and try to discuss excerpts from the Kama Sutra. It may put off your date.

7) Health problems

If you are going to discuss your appendectomy, your hernia and your urinary infection, you will see your date disappearing fast away from you. You can expect some sympathy for a broken leg or a headache but no date can tolerate a vivid account of Uncle John’s kidney transplant or Aunt Thelma’s varicose veins. Steer clear of topics that involve things painful, urinary or dilated, over your dinner date.

8)Technical jargon

Avoid too much discussion of technical stuff. You cannot impress any date by going on a rambling trip about software and hardware, Bluetooth and SWOT analysis. Most women get bored with technical jargon. Most men may like discussing the latest gizmo, but it is never appropriate on a date.

9) Sports

Some men have their head buried in sports all day long. Women enjoy sports too. But bringing it to the dating scene is boring for most people. You may have a false notion that you can impress your date with the latest baseball statistics. You can’t also convince her to rout for your home team. It’s a date that is wasted and forgotten.

10) About money

One question to avoid is to ask how much money she/ he makes. Any questions on wealth will put a person off and give the impression that you are a gold digger or a woman seeking a sugar daddy.

In sum, avoid asking questions on your date that may be too personal for the moment, too vulgar, too monotonous, too controversial or too heavy. Remember to have fun and enjoy yourself!

And it’s not just the regular stuff like “What are your hopes and dreams?” or, “What inspires you to paint?” or “What’s your favourite rock band?” He asks you questions about your childhood, your job, parents, etc. He wants to know what it was like to be the elder sister or, he always asks you how you cope with your long stressful work hours. He is genuinely concerned about your career and asks you about your plans. Even the best actor cannot feign an interest in mundane details such as, “What time did you wake up today?”. or “Did you get enough sleep last night?” If he’s serious about you, he will find all the mundane details interesting. 

3. He calls you multiple times everyday
He calls you sometimes for no reason. Even if you’ve met at a coffee shop an hour ago, he calls you after he reaches home, or from the elevator. This behaviour is typically displayed in the first few weeks of the relationship, when everything is new and exciting. However, when you realize that he still calls you just to hear your voice and it’s been about a year since you started going out, you should know that he’s serious about you. 

4. If he’s always punctual... 
If he’s always punctual, he’s definitely into you. When a man is serious about his girlfriend, he will ensure that she doesn’t have to wait for an hour at the bus stop. He says he will pick you up for dinner and 8 p.m. and calls around 7.55 p.m. to tell you he’s stuck in traffic and will be 15 minutes late, he’s respectful of your feelings. He won’t ever have you hanging around the park for half an hour before he shows up. Most girls constantly find themselves waiting for their boyfriend’s phone call, or for him to pick them up.
