 GOAL SETTING

DR. JOHN GODDARD is one of the world’s most famous explorers and adventurers. His philosophy from the age of 15 has been: "To dare is to do, to fear is to fail." 

One day when he was 15 years old, he was bored.  It was raining outside and there was nothing to do. Suddenly, he got an idea.  He could write down a list of things he wanted to do in his life.  He could write a list of life goals.  He wrote for a long time. When he was done, he had written down 127 goals that he wanted to accomplish in his life.  Some of them were easy and some were hard.  Now he is over 70 years old and he has accomplished over 109 of these goals as well as over 400 other goals.

John didn't want his life to be just one of chance. He thought about what he wanted to experience very early in his life and wrote them down as goals. This helped him focus on what he wanted to accomplish and his life shows the power of setting goals for your life.


John has lived with and studied 260 cultures and tribes (head hunters, pygmies, hippies and others), He has climbed 12 of the worlds highest mountains, conducted 14 major expeditions, gone down 15 of the worlds most treacherous rivers including the Amazon and Nile (he was the first man to explore the whole Nile river). He has visited 120 countries. He has run a five minute mile. He has parachuted from planes. He has read the whole Bible and the encyclopedia cover to cover and many other books. He has followed the travels of Marco Polo through all of the Middle East, Asia and China. He has visited the Great Wall of China, the Taj Mahal in India, and climbed the Matterhorn (during a blizzard when even other professional climbers wouldn’t climb).
He was attacked by hippos and crocodiles. He has survived plane crashes and earthquakes. He was bitten by a diamondback rattlesnake and lived!  He has faced death 38 times. 

He has explored the Great Barrier Reef in Australia, the Red Sea, and more.  He has flown 47 different kinds of airplanes.  He set a civilian air-speed record of 1,500 miles an hour and another record for flying to an altitude of 63,000 feet. 

Goddard did not do these adventures just for excitement. The adventures were done to help add to our understanding of the world. He says, "Digging out the facts is the real challenge. The adventure is exciting and enjoyable--but secondary." 

When asked what adventure was the most enjoyable and exciting, John said, “Oh, that's easy. It has to be my family -- my wife and five children."
Would you like to have a life of adventure like John did?  It is possible.  John says, "If you really know what you want out of life, it's amazing how opportunities will come to enable you to carry them out." He says that most people don’t accomplish very much because they don’t have clear goals.

The experiences and principles of people like John can help you too to live a useful and adventurous life!

PROJECT:  Putting it into Practice!

John also says that to have balance in our lives, you should make goals in these areas: 

1) HEALTH


PHYSICAL: Follow good health principles so you have energy and ability to accomplish your goals. 


EMOTIONAL: Reduce negative emotions. Be social, helpful and active in your community.


SPIRITUAL: Strengthen yourself spiritually every week and LIVE what you learn from God and nature. 

2) RELATIONSHIPS: Build skills to make better and more positive relationships with people.

3) EDUCATION: Learn knowledge and skills from school and regularly from books, good media, friends, etc.
4) CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT: Meet and experience people from different backgrounds and cultures.

5) FINANCIAL SECURITY: Be disciplined and delay gratification. Reduce and get rid of debt.  Invest wisely.

There are others as well: romance, travel, service, entertainment, the arts, etc.  Let’s start by writing down your goals in some of these areas! Spend some time thinking about this and then write down at least 25 goals.  

SPORTS/HEALTH:  I want to win a basketball championship. I will jog 1 mile a day.

SPIRITUAL:  I will read the Bible regularly.  I want to forgive others. I have decided to volunteer to help poor people for 1 year.  I want to share my faith with others.

RELATIONSHIPS:  I want to marry an Eskimo, rub noses and have 12 children  ^_^!!!  I will look at my mistakes honestly and apologize.  I have decided to encourage my friends to do good things. 

EDUCATION: I have decided to study astronomy. I want to understand how DNA works. I have made plans to learn about 50 cultures

ADVENTURE:  I will sky dive off a waterfall. I have prepared plans to sail around the world.

CAREER/FINANCIAL: I will be a doctor.  I want to own a home in the country.  I have decided that I will win a horse race.
SHARE:  Every student stands up and tell the class 5-10 of your goals.
A POOR BOY’S DREAM

Monty Roberts worked with horses.  He loved them.  They were so beautiful and so elegant.  His father was a horse trainer.  But, being a horse trainer meant that he had to move often.  Because of this, Monty had to move many times.  

He moved to a new high school one year and there the teacher asked him to do an assignment on his future.  He had to write about what kind of job he wanted and what he wanted to be.

He thought a lot about this idea.  What did he want to do with his life?  Finally he started writing.  He [image: image4.png]


kept on writing, more and more.  And he wrote out many details.  His goal was to own a horse ranch.  He drew diagrams of a 200 acre ranch. On the diagrams he drew where each building was located.  Then he drew a detailed diagram of a 4000 square foot house that would be on his dream ranch.  He put a lot of effort and thinking into the project because it was his dreams for his life.  It was 7 pages of very big dreams by a poor kid for a ranch. 

The next day he turned it in.  The teacher returned it a few days later with a big red F on the front.  Monty couldn’t understand it.  He had done his best.  What was wrong?  

After class, he went to see the teacher. `Why did I receive an F?', he asked.

"The teacher said, `This is an unrealistic dream for a young boy like you. You have no money…You have no resources. Owning a horse ranch requires a lot of money. You have to buy the land. You have to pay for the original breeding stock and later you'll have to pay large stud fees. There's no way you could ever do it.' 
Then the teacher added, `If you will rewrite this paper with a more realistic goal, I will reconsider your grade.'

What a letdown.  It was a huge reality check.  The teacher had made the boy face up to the facts of life.  He couldn’t do it…or could he?  

The boy went home and asked his father’s advice.  The father agreed that it was a difficult dream, but he wouldn’t say yes or no. It was the boy’s life and his very important decision. 
After several days of thinking about it, the boy turned in the same paper without any changes. He told the teacher, `You can keep the F and I'll keep my dream.'"
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Monty is now much older.  He often invites groups of people to his house.  He says, "I tell you this story because you are now sitting in my 4,000-square-foot house in the middle of my 200-acre horse ranch. I still have that school paper framed over the fireplace. Don’t let anyone steal your dreams.”

Achieving great dreams does NOT depend on being rich or having rich parents (although this doesn’t hurt (). Many famous people who did not have much money achieved big dreams. Here are a couple:

· HUMAN RIGHTS: Martin L. King, Harriet Tubman, Gandhi, Joan of Arc, Nelson Mandela, Abraham Lincoln, Harriet Beecher Stowe, Kim Dae Jung and others

· BUSINESS/SCIENCE: J.C. Penny, Hershey, Heinz, Carnegie, Bill Gates, John Jacob Astor, G. W. Carver 

· RELIGION: Jesus, Paul, Peter, Helen Keller, Ann Hutchinson, Bill Bright, Billy Graham, Jo Young Gi

· SPORTS/MUSIC: Venus and Serena William, Michael Jordan, B.B. King and many others.  
It takes a lot of hard work, good contacts and a little luck, but it can be done.  So, don’t let anyone steal your dreams.  You can do almost anything with specific dreams, training, hard work and perseverance.

STEPS TO REACHING YOUR GOALS:

John Goddard writes in his book that setting goals has been “immensely rewarding” and “a daily blueprint for reaching toward an even more meaningful life and a higher level of happiness, growth and success.”  How do you achieve your goals?  In his book “The Survivor” (p. 243), John shared his method for achieving his goals. 

1. WRITE THE GOALS DOWN: Making clear goals and visualizing yourself achieving them.

2. CREATE A PLAN: Write out the details that are necessary to achieve the goals you have made.

3. PREPARATION: Get the training and gather the materials or whatever you need to accomplish the goal.

4. PERSISTING & ACTION: Never Give up!  If you have done 1-3, then it’s time to act and do it!

"Mark McCormack reported in his Success Secrets newsletter that 83% of Harvard School graduates had no goals 10 years after graduation; 14% had goals, but not in writing. The remaining three percent had written goals—and were earning 10 times as much as the group with no goals. Even the 14% whose goals were not in writing were earning three times as much as those graduates who had no goals at all."
(www.warrior-scholar.com/old/goals.htm)

Here are some other important principles that will help you in achieving your dreams: 
1. AIM HIGH: One proverb says, “Shoot for the stars.  At least you’ll reach the moon.”  Make high goals.  They will challenge you and motivate you. You will always achieve more if you have high goals. 

2. SATISFACTION:  Make sure the goal you are working for is something you really want and will be satisfied with. H. Jackson Brown said, “Success is getting what you want.  Happiness is liking what you get.”  Don’t make the mistake of wasting your life on a goal that you won’t enjoy.  Many people choose goals of money, fame, education, fast cars, etc.  But, when they achieve these goals, they are often disappointed. Many people believe that if they have just a few more things that they will be happy.  But, satisfaction comes from relationships with people and with God and from service. This is why material goals are almost always unsatisfying.  Make sure your goals improve your relationships with people and help them live better.

Albert Schweitzer wrote “The only ones among you who will be really happy are those who will have sought and found how to serve.”  Remember that as you choose your goals. 

3. WRITE SPECIFIC DREAMS & VISUALIZE: Be specific in your dreams. Don’t just write “A new home". Write specifics like "A 4,000 square foot ranch house with 4 bedrooms and 3 baths and a view of the mountain on 200 acres of land.”  This will help make it concrete in your mind.

Dream about your goals and imagine yourself reaching the goal. Put your written goals in a place where you can see them often.  This will help you focus on them frequently and achieve them. 

In 1953 researchers asked graduating class of Yale University if they had written goals. 3% of the graduates practiced goal setting and had clearly defined written goals.  In 1973 the researchers found the same students and asked them about their financial status. The 3% who had written goals were worth more than all the other 97% combined. This is only in the financial area, but it shows clearly that clear and written goals will help you reach your goals and be a success. 

4. LEARN SKILLS: Many dreams will require that you learn new skills.  These may be learned in school, but many are learned in other places.  You can learn by:

--GETTING IDEAS: From school, teachers, books, internet, libraries and other places, learn about how other people succeeded in areas similar to your dreams. Record useful ideas you find.  Bill Gates and many famous people are voracious readers because reading is a source of ideas. Also, learn the principles that will help you succeed (see books like “The 7 habits of highly effective people”). 

--VOLUNTEER/PRACTICE: Volunteer to help in places with similar work at home, church, school, businesses, etc. If can get paid for it, great! But, if not, volunteer to help out for a while. 

Bill Gates liked computers and began programming at 13 years old. 

Steven Spielberg wanted to be a movie director, so he volunteered in a movie studio in his free time and learned many tricks there. He started making home movies when he was 12 years old.  

Florence Nightingale started taking care of sick animals when she was a young girl.  Many famous people started learning and volunteering when they were very young, so start now!


5. BREAK IT INTO STEPS:  A big dream may look impossible.  But, if you break it down into small pieces, it’s much easier. Achieve many small steps and you achieve the big dream.


6. COMMITMENT/PERSEVERANCE/CONSISTENT:  Make sure you keep your goals in a place that you can easily see and remember them.  Do something toward these goals every day and every week.   Perseverance and being consistent are more important than talent, education or genius.
”All successful men and women are big dreamers. They imagine what their future could be, ideal in every respect, and then they work every day toward their distant vision, that goal or purpose.”  -Brian Tracy (M. Jordan said that other guys had more talent. But, he practiced constantly and so succeeded.)


7. PARTNER WISELY: If you need help, be very careful who you choose as a partner. Make sure your goals are clear and understood and make sure that your partners are passionate about them. If your partners are not passionate, at critical times, they may not be willing to commit money and time to your dreams and you will fail. If your goals are different, you either need to change goals or change partners.  Publilius Syrus said, “Where there is unity there is always victory.”
10 TIPS FOR SUCCESSFUL PRESENTATIONS

You’re not alone if you hate speaking in public. Studies have shown that many people actually fear public speaking more than death. However, there will most likely come a time when you’ll have to give a speech or presentation –- for class, for work, for promotional purposes, or for any number of situations. Here are some tips to make the road to a successful presentation less stressful.

1. Know your audience. This is extremely important. You absolutely must keep your audience in mind when you prepare your presentation – your success depends on it. What sort of people make up your audience? Are they mostly professionals? Students? Parents? Managers? How much do they already know about your topic? (You wouldn’t want to deliver a presentation on elementary biology to a group of medical school graduates, for instance.) What do you know about their backgrounds, careers, and interests? Do your homework when it comes to your audience. The more you know about them, the more you can tailor your presentation to fit their needs (and the more receptive they’ll be to you).

2. Practice, practice, practice. Rehearse your speech as often as you can before the big day. You should know your material like the proverbial back of your hand. If you’ll be using visual aids, do a few run-throughs with them to make sure they’re good to go. If you’ll have a time limit (which you probably will), time your speech with a stopwatch several times, and make sure you’re well within that time limit. Videotape a dress rehearsal of your presentation; then watch it critically. Be brutally honest with yourself. What can be changed to make the presentation more effective? Practice your delivery –- in front of an understanding friend or family member, if possible. But beware of over-rehearsing. If you practice too much, your speech will end up sounding canned and unnatural.

3. Maintain a professional, but natural way of speaking. When practicing your speech, be sure to speak at a slower rate than normal, even if that seems awkward to you. You’ll probably be at least a little nervous when you deliver your presentation, and many people find that they talk at a much faster rate when they’re nervous. If you practice speaking slowly, you’ll be in much better shape the day of your presentation. But be sure to keep a natural style of speaking. If you sound stuffy, you’ll lose your audience. And a word on professionalism: Purge “vocal pauses” from your vocabulary (or at least from your speech). Um’s, er’s, like’s…get rid of them. It’s amazing how often those little buggers slip into casual conversation, but you’ll lose credibility quickly if you use them in a professional presentation.
4. Use visual aids where appropriate. Visual aids are your friends. Use them. Love them. They break up the monotony of a speech and keep the audience engaged in what you’re talking about. Depending on the venue, you have several options when it comes to visual aids. You can use videotapes, slides, overhead projectors, PowerPoint, web sites…the list goes on and on. As long as you keep in mind that they are there to aid you (hence the name) and not be a substitute for your speaking role, visual aids are a great help.

5. If you have the means, give handouts. Handouts are a great way for audience members to remember what you talked about after they leave. Handouts can serve as an outline for your presentation, give additional information on your topic, or provide helpful diagrams. They’re also great for audience members to write notes on. Just be careful not to make the handouts too “busy”, or your audience will be too busy reading them to pay attention to what you’re saying!

6. Use note cards wisely. Most people feel comfortable having note cards to refer to when giving a presentation. This practice is widely accepted and encouraged. However, notes are not a replacement for thorough knowledge of your material. Only glance at them occasionally when giving your speech. (In other words, don’t write your entire speech out on index cards and then simply read from them when you deliver your presentation.) Note cards are especially helpful if you write keywords on them to stay organized and focused, or as prompts in case your mind goes blank during the presentation.

7. Be professional. Remember that you never get a second chance at a first impression. Show up early. Test your technology to make sure it works before your audience shows up. Dress professionally. Your audience’s perception of you depends as much on your appearance and mannerisms as the content of your speech. Don’t risk losing your audience before you even open your mouth.

8. When giving your presentation, maintain good eye contact with your audience. Your audience needs to feel like you are speaking to them, not at them. So don’t just stare at the back of the wall while you’re talking. Engage your audience. I prefer the three-second rule –- single out an audience member, hold that person’s glance for three seconds, then move on to another audience member. If you do this throughout your speech, you should be able to make your entire audience feel involved with what’s going on.
9. Make sure you leave time for questions. If you are given a time limit of, say, thirty minutes, remember that those thirty minutes are usually meant to include both your presentation and any follow-up questions. Keep this in mind when you rehearse your speech, and make sure that you leave adequate time for a question-and-answer session after you wrap things up. How much time is adequate? That depends on many things –- your audience, the venue, the subject matter, etc. It might be a good idea to check with the person directing the meeting or event you’ll be speaking at, and asking how long the average question-and-answer session lasts.

10. Take care of yourself. I cannot stress this enough: You will not give a good presentation if you’re not physically prepared. Get a good night’s sleep the night before. Eat something a couple of hours before your presentation (if it’s in the morning, make sure you eat a healthy breakfast). Avoid caffeine, and drink plenty of water (nerves are notorious for causing severe dry mouth). Remember to breathe while you’re speaking!

Most importantly, relax. If you’ve prepared adequately, rehearsed your material, and remembered to keep your audience in mind, you should be just fine. Good luck!

SIMPLE PRESENTATION SUGGESTIONS

1) STORY:  Use stories or surprising facts or something unusual to attract interest at the beginning and sometimes later in your speech and presentation too.  Quotes from experts or well known people can be used sometimes.


2) PAUSE: Don’t just run through speaking without any pauses.  Pause a very slight bit between sentences…and a little bit longer between important ideas…and sometimes you might pause for impression effect too.


3) INTERACTION/DEMONSTRATIONS/EXPERIMENTS: Movie makers know that the attention span of people these days is about 10 minutes. If possible, it’s a great idea to include demonstrations, experiments, do a quiz on statistics for the audience (maybe with prizes), use video clips or something like that.  The goal of these is to get the audience to participate or at least to catch their attention and help them keep focused on what you are saying.


4) *IMMEDIATE AND LONG TERM EFFECTS:  These days people are not so easily convinced to change by problems that will happen a long time in the future.  That is good to discuss some.  But, it is far better to include immediate effects—effects that will be felt fairly soon…whether positive or negative.


5) CLIMAX:  It’s important to catch people’s attention at the beginning, but even more important at the end…just before your challenge.  Find some story, statistics to share and keep people’s emotions with you.  This is a good place to share your feelings from your heart and your strong feelings about this issue.  Help the audience feel your passion.  Look at great speeches in history for examples…Martin Luther King’s famous “I have a dream” speech is a good example…


6) REPETITION:  People forget things very easily.  You need to give some repetition of your main points, esp. in the conclusion to help people remember them well.  Black speakers like Martin Luther King often use repetition in their speeches…In M.L. King’s case, he said, ”I have a dream that….”  “I have a dream that…” all related to equality between races.


7) CHALLENGE & SOLUTIONS:  Giving statistics, stories and information is important because in this way you convince your listeners of a problem.  But, in most presentations, you also need to challenge your listeners to make different choices and to understand solutions that they can use and how to apply them to their lives. 


8) !BE SPECIFIC:  If you are trying to persuade someone to change their minds about something you must not be general.  You must use very specific and detailed facts.  Before U2 singer Bono met Bill Gates to talk about poverty, Bill Gates thought it would be  waste of his time. He said recalling that first encounter in 2002, “World health is immensely complicated.  It doesn't really boil down to a 'Let's be nice' analysis. So I thought a meeting wouldn't be all that valuable."  But, Bono knew facts and extremely well and has them memorized.  Because of this, it took about three minutes with Bono for Gates to change his mind on the issue and join the campaign.  


9) ADAPT YOUR INFORMATION TO YOUR AUDIENCE:  For Bill Gates, facts were convincing.  But, for a congressman they might not be so convincing.  A congressman is more concerned about getting elected and how people think about him.  So, Bono used different tactics for different people.  He uses humor, encouragement, public opinion, Bible verses and other things depending on who he’s talking to.  

Time Magazine says: “Knowing the facts is crucial--but so is knowing your audience. When he {Bono}lunches with President Bush, as he did most recently in October, Bono quotes Scripture and talks about small projects in Africa that have specific metrics for success. Then he asks for more money to fund them. In the office of Senator Dick Durbin, a Democrat from Illinois, he speaks of multilateralism and how development aid reminds the rest of the world of America's greatness. Then he asks for more money. In stadiums, he tells people that if they join together, they have a chance to make poverty history. Then U2 plays One.” Time, Dec. 19, 2005, “The Constant Charmer”

Bill and his wife Melinda, another computer nerd who has become a poverty warrior like Bono, love facts and data with a tenderness most people reserve for their children.  Bono was throwing out statistics and facts as fast as they could keep up. “"He was every bit the geek that we are," says Gates Foundation chief Patty Stonesifer, who helped broker that first summit. "He just happens to be a geek who is a fantastic musician."

Make sure you adapt your presentation to your audience. 

10) !UNPROFFESSIONAL WORDS AND REPETITION:  Be careful about using unprofessional words and pauses…words such as uhh…like…. If your audience is younger..they’re OK…but for presentations to all ages…don’t use them.  Also be careful about using the same word too many time.
WHO SHOULD YOU MARRY (from Dr. Dobson)

QUESTION: Give me some practical suggestions for the selection of a husband. I want to get it right and don't think I

should depend just on looks or personality. What are the factors I should consider before saying “I do”.

DR. DOBSON: (1) Don't marry someone who has characteristics that you feel are intolerable. You may plan to change him or her in the future, but that probably won't happen. Behavior runs in deep channels that were cut during early childhood, and it is very difficult to alter them.

Therefore, if you can't live with a characteristic that shows up during courtship, it may plague you for the rest of your

life. For example, a person who drinks every night is not likely to give up that habit after the honeymoon. If he is foolish with money or is basically unclean or tends to get violent when irritated or is extremely selfish, these are red flags you should not ignore. What you see is what you get.

We all have flaws, and I'm not suggesting that a person has to be perfect to be a candidate for marriage. Rather, my

point is that you have to decide if you can tolerate a quirky behavior for the rest of your life -- because that's how long you may have to deal with it. If you can't, don't bank on deprogramming your partner after you've said “I do”.  I advise you to keep your eyes wide open before marriage and then half-closed thereafter.

(2) Do not marry impulsively! I can think of no better way to mess up your life than to leap into this critical

decision without careful thought and prayer. Remember that the dating relationship is designed to conceal information, not reveal it. Both partners put on their best faces for the one they seek to attract. They guard the secrets that might be a turnoff. Therefore, many newlyweds get a big surprise during the first year of married life. I

suggest that you take at least a year to get beyond the facade and into the inner character of the person.

(3) Do not marry someone with dramatically different religious views, especially if matters of faith are important to you or to the other person. You may expect to win your spouse to your point of view at some future date, and that does happen on occasion. But to count on it is risky at best, foolhardy at worst. Again, this is the question that must be answered: “Just how critical is it that my husband (or wife) shares my faith?” If it is essential and non-negotiable, then that matter should be given the highest priority in one's decision to marry.

(4) Do not move in with a person before marriage. It undermines a relationship and often leads to divorce. Studies based on five decades of data show that couples who live together before marriage have a 50 percent greater chance of divorce than those who don't. Those who cohabit also have less satisfying and more unstable marriages. Why? The researchers found those who had lived together later regretted having “violated their moral standards” and “felt a loss of personal freedom to exit out the back door”; Furthermore -- and in keeping with the theme of marital bonding -- they have “stolen” a level of intimacy that is not warranted at that point, nor has it been validated by the degree of commitment to each other. Postponing “playing house” until marriage, it turns out, is the healthiest for everyone concerned.

(5) Don't get married too young. Those who wed between the ages of 14 and 17 are twice as likely to divorce as

couples who wait until their 20s. Making it as a family requires some characteristics that come with maturity, such as selflessness, stability and self-control. It's best to wait for their arrival.

(6) Finally, I'll conclude with the ultimate secret of lifelong love. Simply put, the stability of marriage is a by-product of an iron-willed determination to make it work. If you choose to marry, enter into that covenant with the resolve to remain committed to each other for life. Don't allow yourself to consider even the possibility of divorce. Calling it quits must not become an option for those who want to go the distance!

MAKE POVERTY HISTORY PRESENTATION (English Version)

War.  When we hear the word war, we think of guns, tanks, bombs, soldiers, spies and airplanes.  But, there is a worse kind of war.  It’s an economic war.  Poverty kills 30,000 people a day (~8 million a year).  Poverty is also a major cause of violence because many desperately poor go to war or get involved in terrorism hoping for a better life.  A Latin proverb says, “Poverty is death in another form.” and it’s true. Every 3 seconds someone dies because of extreme stupid poverty that is directly caused by unfair and greedy economic policies…that’s a son...dead…there’s a daughter…lifeless…a mother…gone. In the time it takes to read this paragraph, over 30 people will die from poverty.  The economic policies that many rich countries forced on the world are an economic war that kills millions of innocent people.  Now, more people die of hunger in Africa than war  and AIDS  put together(war: 200,000 in 1998, AIDS: 3+ million a year). 
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In response to poverty & famines in Africa, Bob Geldof organized a huge concert called LiveAid in 1985.  Later he was knighted for this. That concert with many famous singers and sad pictures of starving people appealed for donations for Africa.  People were stirred with compassion and gave over $289 million dollars. Many people’s lives were saved.  One was Birhan Woldu.  Doctors said she would die in 20 minutes after the picture on the left was taken.  But amazingly, with aid she survived.  Today, she is a beautiful young woman.  

How does poverty kill?  Here are a few of the ways it kills:

1) NO MONEY FOR NECESSITIES: Many poor children die from simple things like diarrhea, malaria, flu and other things that can easily be cured with very cheap medicine.  Kalki’s mother for example is no longer with us.  Why?  She couldn’t get an injection that we can buy very cheaply in any drugstore.  Because of no money for necessities like medicine, clean water and food, millions of people are dying every year.

2) UNFAIR TRADE:  Wealthy nations of the world give their farmers US $1 billion per day in subsidies.  These farmers then export the food to poor countries (esp. in Africa and South America) and sell them very cheaply. Poor farmers don’t get subsidies from their governments, so, they can’t compete.  They can’t sell their food and so they have no money for clothes, school, medicine, etc.  Rich countries also prohibit poor governments from subsidizing their farmers.  If the governments help their farmers, they can’t get aid.  This is a deadly hypocrisy since rich countries governments give massive amounts of money to their farmers. Rich countries pressure poor countries to open up their markets - and then dump subsidized goods on them, wreaking havoc on local industries. At the same time, rich countries fiercely protect their own markets from exports from poor countries.

Here are examples of the results of this trade injustice.  In 1997, farmers could expect to receive more than 600 shillings - around 24 pence - for a kilo of their sun-dried robusta coffee beans. By 2001 the price had fallen 70% to 100 shillings.  Similarly, world cotton prices have fallen to record lows, and over 10 million small-scale cotton growers in Africa are suffering terribly.

Bruno Selugo, a 17-year old boy in Uganda says, "Everyone used to pay for school with the money from coffee. But now the price is so low that people are not even picking coffee. We can't survive like this. I can't have a better future if I don't go to school."  Bruno and his brother Michael (15) have been forced to drop out of school because their family can no longer pay the fees.  In 1997, there were more than 400 students at Bruno's school. By the end of 2001, there were just 54.   In this way subsidization is destroying the futures of many young people.

HAITI:  "Rice producers want a better life. We work hard for it. But when we get to market we are bombarded with an invasion of cheap imported rice, so we have to sell at any price that a buyer is prepared to give us. How can we compete against the big guys?" - Inodil Fils, rice farmer, Haiti

In the early 1980s, Haiti produced almost all of its own rice. But pressure from the international community & the USA forced Haiti to open up its markets to foreign imports. As a result, Haiti has been flooded by cheap, subsidized rice from the USA. This has driven down the price of local rice, with devastating consequences like widespread child malnutrition.  Many rice growers are now unable to buy the foods that would give them and their families a well-balanced diet. So, up to fifty per cent of children in Haiti have been malnourished, with the highest rate in the rice-growing areas.

3) DEBT:  Many poor countries have borrowed lots of money.  Sometimes this money was borrowed by terrible dictators. Sometimes it was borrowed to help people survive.  Rich countries, the World Bank, and IMF and others  seem to consider debt repayments a greater priority than the preservation of life and other development needs in Africa. African countries spend up to three times more on debt repayments to wealthy countries and institutions in the West than they spend on health care, food, and education for their sick, illiterate, and hungry millions.
Unfair trade, debt and other economic injustices are destroying the futures, health and lives of millions.  Poverty is a prison that is deadly and murders hopes and lives.  But, poverty is not natural.  Poverty is man made.  It happens when money and resources are hoarded by a few people for themselves.  People CAN stop poverty.  Poverty, ignorance, war are not inevitable.  

In the 1990s, many churches formed a campaign called Jubilee2000.  In Leviticus 25, Deuteronomy 15, etc. the Bible tells us economic principles that God promises will end poverty.  One principle of the Jubilee system was to cancel debts of the poor every 7 years.  So, the churches called for rich nations to cancel the debts of poor nations following this Bible Jubilee principle.  This campaign to cancel debts has now broadened to include politicians, singers, actors and many others.  A coalition of  400 organizations is working to “Make Poverty History” this year, 2005.  They are insisting that rich nations do three things:  

1) Cancel debts for the poorest countries so they can spend money on education, health and development. (Deuteronomy 15, Psalm 15:5, Nehemiah 5:7, Exodus 22:21-25, Amos 8:4-6)
2) Establish fair trade regulations so people can support themselves (James 5:4, Jeremiah 21-11-12, 22:13-30,  Micah 6:10-16)
3) More and better aid (money, technology, education, infrastructure, etc.)  (James 1:27, Deut. 15:7, 2 Corinthians 8:11-14)
After LiveAid, Sir Geldof realized that, “Charity will never really solve the problems.  It is time for justice, and 20 years after Live Aid people now demand it.” He says, “This is really not an issue of politics.  It’s an issue of morality.  We’ve never been wealthier. We’ve never been healthier. We know what it costs. We know what to do.  DO IT!  DO IT!” He organized 10 Live8 concerts (referring to G8) in July, 2005 to be held simultaneously around the world.  He said, “By doubling aid, fully canceling debt, and delivering trade justice for Africa, the G8 could change the future for millions of men, women and children.” The concerts were not done to ask for money.  Sir Geldof focused world attention on influencing policies that would help people earn their own way out of poverty. It was the biggest concert in history and this campaign is our biggest chance to end poverty!  

Billionaire and philanthropist Bill Gates, says, "We can do this, and when we do, it will be the best thing that humanity has ever done."  

Nelson Mandela says, “Sometimes, it falls upon a generation to be great. You can be that great generation.  Millions of people in the world’s poorest countries are trapped in the prison of poverty.  It is time to set them free.  Poverty is not natural.  It is man made and can be overcome by the action of human beings.  The G8 when they meet in Scotland in July have already promised to focus on the issue of poverty, especially in Africa.  The steps that they must take are very clear.  The first is insuring trade justice, the 2nd is an end to the debt crisis for the poorest countries.  The 3rd is to deliver much more aid and make sure it is of the highest quality.  I say to all those leaders, do not look the other way!  Do not hesitate!  Recognize that the world is hungry for action not words!  Act with courage and vision. Let us work to make poverty history this year.  And then we can all stand with our heads held high…It is within your power to prevent a genocide.”
Bono, U2 singer, says, “We're not looking for charity, we're looking for justice.  We cannot fix every problem, but the ones we can, we must…It is an emergency.  This year is the best opportunity we’re going to get to do something about this.  World leaders are meeting in Scotland in July--the G8. They’re gonna discuss debt cancellation, more and better aid.   They’re gonna discuss making trade rules fairer for everybody so that these people can earn their own way out of poverty. It’s a real chance to do something. Not just for Kalki (a girl whose mother died because she didn’t have access to cheap medicine), but for millions like her. What will our generation be remembered for?  The internet? Yes.  The war against terror? Yes.  Wouldn’t it be great if we were remembered as being the ones that set about making poverty history.”  

Jesus said, “Whatever you have done to the least of these my brothers, you have done it unto me.” (Matt 25:40) Ending poverty is one of the best ways to truly care about other people.  The Bible shows that the way we treat the poor is also the way we are treating God!

Solving poverty is not impossible. The UN estimates that poor countries are being denied at least $700 billion a year because of unfair trade rules.  18 Studies by the United Nations suggest that just an additional $70-80 billion a year would be enough to provide access to essential services like basic health care and education for all the poor of the earth and 3 billion pounds would pay to educate all the children in the world.  In comparison, the world spends almost $1 trillion dollars on military expenditures.  Isn’t it crazy that we spend so much on security and military rather than on guaranteeing people their basic needs to live?  Shouldn’t we try to change this?

These objectives can be reached if enough people keep pressure on our leaders this year.  The leaders who make major economic choices need to know that the world will not tolerate poverty any longer. The G8 meetings did listen to the Live8 protests.  They cancelled the debt of 18 countries and doubled aid to $50 billion.  Bush and Europeans promised this money and other money to help develop Africa and to fight diseases.  AIDS kills over 5,000 people a day and malaria kills over 3,000 people a day.  These decisions provide medicine that will save millions of lives.  This is an important first step to make poverty history.  But, they didn’t do anything on trade justice which was the most important issue being considered.  One aid organization leader said, “The G8 whimpered when it should have roared.”   But, in December, 2005, there will be an international meeting in Hong Kong.  China has stated that it will focus the meetings on the issue of trade justice.  So, it’s critical for us to keep pressure on all our leaders so they do what’s right.

After G8, Bono also said, "A mountain has been climbed only to reveal high peaks north of us.”  We’ve saved millions of lives already.  But, there’s more to do.”    Getting true trade justice passed will be the next step.  What can you do to help?  Here are some ideas (and more at the sites):

2) 현재 우리 세상에는 엄청나게 많은 놀랄만한 일들이 일어나고 있습니다. 우리가 이전에는 겪어보지 못한 심각한 위기가 우리 앞에 놓여있습니다. 우리는 이런 이슈들을 알아야만 합니다. 우리가 앞으로의 미래를 위해서 우리의 지도자들에게 현명한 대처를 할 수 있도록 촉구하기 위해서입니다.

30) 가난은 또한 다음세대의 젊은이들까지 죽입니다. 다음을 보십시오.

31) (무비 - wake up to poverty english Promo) 가난이 어떻게 사람을 죽입니까? 여기에 가난이 사람을 직접적으로 죽이는 세가지 방법이 있습니다.

32) No Money For Necessities :  (생필품을 위한 돈이 없다)

33) (600 million children) 전세계 6억명의 아이들이 가난으로 고통받고 있습니다. 그들의 대부분은 설사, 말라리아, 독감 같은, 천원 이천원짜리 약으로 쉽게 고칠수 있는 병으로 죽어가고 있습니다.

34) (education) 이 아이들은 결코 학교에 가거나 교육을 받을 수 있는 기회를 얻지 못합니다. 이 모든 아이들을 교육하는데 드는 돈은 고작 40억 달러, 몇 대의 제트기값에 불과합니다. *** 왜 우리는 가난한 사람들을 돕기 보다, 싸움에 이용되는 기계에 더 많은 돈을 쓰는 겁니까? 그들은 약이나 깨끗한 물, 음식과 같은 생필품을 구할 수 있는 돈이 없어서, 매년, 수백만명이 죽어가고 있고, 그들의 미래는 파괴되고 있습니다.

39) Unfair Trade :  (불공정한 무역)

40) 부자 나라들. 그들은 자국의 농부들에게 매년 10억달러(1조)의 농가보조금을 줍니다. 그러면, 이들 농부들은 이 돈으로 가난한 나라(특히 아프리카나 남미)에 매우 싼 가격으로 수출을 합니다. 가난한 나라의 농부들은 나라로부터 보조금을 받을 수 없기 때문에 세계 시장에서 그들이 키운 농작물을 팔 수가 없습니다. 그 결과 가난한 농부는 우리가 살만한 어떤 것도 기를 수 없게 됩니다. 해미드 사헤후산은 “당신은 커피 한잔에 삼달러를 지불하지만, 우리는 몇센트를 얻을 뿐”이라고 말합니다. 이것이 가난한 사람들에게 기본적인 생필품조차 구할 수 없게 하는 원리입니다.

41) 부자 나라들은 역시 가난한 나라의 정부가 그들의 농부들에게 보조금을 주지 못하도록 제재와 벌칙으로 위협합니다. 자기네들은 자기 나라의 농부들에게 엄청난 돈을 지원하면서, 가난한 나라에게는 하지 못하도록 하는 건, 위선입니다.

42) 하이티는 쌀을 키우기에 최적의 장소입니다. 1980년대 초반! 하이티는 거의 대부분 쌀을 자급했습니다.

43) 하지만 이즈음, 미국을 비롯한 부자나라들은 하이티 정부에 시장 개방을 강요하기 시작했습니다. 그 결과 하이티는 보조금으로 대량생산된 쌀이 넘치게 됐습니다. 지원받은 미국쌀은 하이티가 생간한 쌀의 가격을 대폭 떨어뜨렸고 수천명의 소농들을 파산하게 만들었습니다.

44) (Haiti Children) 이것은 정말 파괴적인 결과를 낳았습니다. 50퍼센트에 해당하는 하이티의 아이들이 영양실조로 고통받고 있고, 이것은 쌀생산지역에서 최고 높은 수준입니다. 많은 쌀농가는 현재, 그들과 그들이 가족들이 생활을 유지할 수 있는 균형적인 식사를 할 수 없게 됐습니다. 

45) 시장을 개방하는 것은 사실 가난과 기아를 증가시키는 것입니다.... 왜냐하면 농촌에서 추방된 소작농들은 일을 구하기 위해서 도시로 흘러들었고, 그 결과, 실업률은 거의 80퍼센트에 육박했습니다. 또한 외국계 회사들도 도시로 와서 극도로 싼 임금을 주고 일꾼을 부리는가 하면 나아가 노동력을 착취하기레 이릅니다.

47) (Can We solve poverty?) 우리가 가난을 구할 수 있을까요? 1990년대, 많은 교회들이 “주빌리 2000”(희년 2000)이란 캠페인을 펼쳤습니다. (Jubilee) 성경은 곳곳에서 하나님이 가난을 종식시킬 거라는 경제의 법칙을 우리에게 말해주고 있습니다.

48) 그들은 지구촌을 위해서 세 가지 경제 원칙에 따른 캠페인을 계획했습니다.

49) (제임스 1:27) 더 많고 더 좋은 도움! (돈, 기술, 교육, 기반시설 등)

50) (듀터로노미 15:1) 가장 가난한 나라 사람들이 교육, 의료 관리에 돈을 쓸 수 있도록 빚을 탕감해 주십시오. 

51) (이자이아 8:4-7) 사람들이 그들 스스로를 부양할 수 있도록 무역 규제를 공정하게 세워주십시오.

52) (Famous People) 기아종식은 역사에 길이 남을 가장 큰 캠페인 가운데 하나이며 지금 많은 정치인들, 가수들, 영화배우들이 함께 하고 있습니다. 400개가 넘는 단체들이 가난의 역사를 종식시키기 위해 일하고 있고, 우리 역시 당신의 도움이 필요합니다.

53) (겔도프) 지난해 7월! 역사상 가장 큰 콘서트 “라이브 8”가 가난 종식 캠페인을 지원하기 위해서 열렸습니다.

MAKE POVERTY HISTORY PRESENTATION—PART 2 (About Land Rent/Jubilee Economics)

1. …(shortened for your benefit  ( )
Let me show you how lucky we are.  

2. (SLIDE) If you have food in the refrigerator, clothes on your back, a roof overhead and a place to sleep ... you are richer than 75% of this world. 

3. (SLIDE) If you have money in the bank, in your wallet, and spare change in a dish some place ... you are among the top 8%  of the world's wealthy. 

4. (SLIDE) If you can attend a church meeting without fear of harassment, arrest, torture, or death ... you are more blessed than three billion people in the world.   

5. (SLIDE) If you can read this message, you just received a double blessing that someone was thinking of you, and furthermore you are more blessed than over two billion people in the world that cannot read at all.

6. I’d like you to understand that this issue is not just an issue of kindness.  It’s an issue of justice.  Are you going to be just going along with the barbarians who are involved in killing 1 person every 3 seconds or are you going to be doing something to try to change this injustice.

7. Most of us think…well…yes, that’s sad. I can be kind, but it’s not really my concern that they are suffering.  

8. We think this way because we have believed the lie of capitalism. What lie is this you ask?  It’s the lie that enables the children of wealthy people like the Rockefellers, Carnegies, Rothschilds Gates to start out life with a billion dollars inheritance while the children of billions of Indo Fils struggle to even eat.

9. We think…oh that’s what they deserve…they worked hard and now they are rich. That is somewhat true, but somewhat false.  

10. Tonight we’re going to learn about the #1 source of poverty and injustice in the world that dwarfs all others.  In addition, the solution is very easy to implement and brings incredible economic growth and peace.  

11. How do people make money?  We make money from businesses from buying and selling things.  Most businesses need to operate in buildings and on land and with products.  

12. This is what makes land so valuable.  It is the source of nearly all wealth.  Land ownership and monopolies have been the key to the wealth of most of the richest people in history.

13. But, who made the land? Who made the trees for the company that produces paper?  Who made the rice for the companies that sell sacks of rice?  Who made the gold that jewelry companies use? Who made the sand and silicon for CDs and computer parts and wires?  Did any person make these things?

14. (SLIDE: Psalms 24:1 ) Of course not!  Land, trees, food, gold, silver and so many other things….NONE of them were made by people.  In Psalms 24:1 God says that He made them, “The earth is the LORD's, and everything in it. The world and all its people belong to him.2 For he laid the earth's foundation on the seas and built it on the ocean depths.”

15. (SLIDE:  Haggai 2:8)  In Haggai 2:8 God states "The silver is mine, the gold is mine, says the Lord of Hosts."

16. (SLIDE:  Psalms 50:12) In Psalms 50:12, God says, “If I were hungry, I would not tell you, for all the world is mine and everything in it.”

17. In addition to all these material things, God made your body, muscles, tendons, organs, eyes and especially your brain.

18. (SLIDE:  Psalms 139) The Bible says in Psalms 139;14, “You {God} made all the delicate, inner parts of my body and knit me together in my mother's womb. 14 Thank you {God} for making me so wonderfully complex! Your workmanship is marvelous--and how well I know it.”

19. Why am I telling you all this?  Because I want you to realize that all wealth and intelligence and business skills and every ability is possible because God created us and gave us the abilities to think and learn and design and many other things. 
20. (SLIDE: God’s gifts) You and I are constantly using gifts from God…and every single benefit that we have and every single pleasure that we experience…every bite that we savor…every kiss or hug that we receive, every single laugh that escapes our lips…is all due to the generosity and gifts of God.

21. Therefore we are not at liberty to use our money for our own selfishness while others starve.  God has given us our abilities and nature to use to take care of our basic needs and to enable us to enjoy some of the simple things in life and to be able to follow the dreams and purposes that God has made us for.

22. (SLIDE: 2 Corinthians) And God tells us that after we take care of our basic needs, we have a duty to help guarantee the basic needs of others. (2 Corinthians 8/9)

23. (SLIDE: Hoarding Causes Suffering) But, when people misuse God’s gifts in an unnatural way, great suffering results. Great suffering happens when money and resources are hoarded by a few people or nations for themselves.
24. How can rich nations and citizens be so arrogant and so incredibly selfish as to appropriate most of the world’s benefits to ourselves and deprive others of even their basic human rights to eat, to live in safety, and to use their talents to contribute to a better world.

25. (SLIDE:  happiness study) Ironically being wealthy doesn’t even make them happy. According to a study from Australia, once you can meet your basic needs…simple food, housing, education, etc…more money doesn’t add any happiness to life.  

26. In fact, millionaire hip-hop promoter Russell Simmons said that, "If I know 15 billionaires, I know 13 unhappy people," 

27. And yet the #1 dream that I hear from so many of my students is usually to make a lot of money.

28. There’s some serious brainwashing going on here that makes people want to hoard money that doesn’t bring happiness and then at the same time deprives others of their basic needs.  This is barbaric. 

29. Every person on the planet is a child of God and because of this every person deserves to own or use some of nature…land, water, gold, forests, animals, mountains…whatever.  

30. This is not communism at all..communism forces everyone to have equal wealth.  This is very different.  It is a guarantee of a fairly equal start in life.  What you do with those opportunities is up to you.

31. (SLIDE: Jubilee) God’s Jubilee economic system in the Bible was based on sharing natural resources. Basically, it divided all the land in Israel between families equally.  This land could never be sold and it could only rented out for a maximum of 49 years.  Then it would return to the family.
32. This meant that each generation was guaranteed economic opportunities and fresh chances since each of them possessed land or resources to help them reach their dreams.
33. Geniuses disagree on many things.  But, on this thorniest issue of poverty...geniuses from east and west, religious and atheist all agree on a simple solution—sharing natural resources fairly.
34. The Jubilee way is best.  Another similar idea called Land Rent is very simple 

35. (SLIDE:   Basic Economic rights) 1) BASIC ECONOMIC RIGHTS FOR ALL: Societies must recognize each person’s basic economic rights to share nature.  This right is recognized by almost all philosophers as basic justice.

36. (SLIDE:  tax people for using nature ) 2) TAX PEOPLE FOR USING NATURE: Most governments charge taxes on many things: salary, work, houses, businesses, sales tax, etc.  But, these are not very fair taxes because they in a sense steal people’s labor and efforrt. (SLIDE: alternative ) But, it is very ethical to tax people for using nature because they didn’t make land, trees, gold, etc. So, land rent only taxes people when they use natural resources…nothing else (usually about 10% of it’s value) and each person has the full right to keep or sell whatever they make. The land tax will be used for education, medical care, roads and other projects that benefit everyone. 

37. (SLIDE:  Nature can’t be inherited) 3) NATURE CAN’T BE INHERITED:  Natural resources like land cannot be inherited since they belong to society.  Whoever wants to use it, pays tax to society.  This ensures equality and opportunity for each generation.

38. Here are some of the philosophers who support this:

39. (SLIDE:   )Pliny the Elder (23-79), Roman naturalist, concluded, "Land monopoly ruined Rome."

40. (SLIDE:   )Abraham Lincoln, “The land, the earth God gave to man for his home, sustenance and support, should never be the possession of any man, corporation, society or unfriendly government, any more than the air or water”

41. (SLIDE:   )Thomas Jefferson wrote, "The earth is given as a common stock for men to labor and to live on.”

42. (SLIDE:   )Mencius (the philosopher and contemporary of Confucius), said: “In the market places, charge land-rent, but don't tax the goods; (or make concise regulations and don't even charge rent). Do this, and all the merchants in the realm will be pleased and will want to set up shop in your markets.”

43. (SLIDE:   )Dr. Sun Yat-sen (1866-1925), father of modern China, wrote, "The (land tax) as the only means of supporting the government is an infinitely just, reasonable, and equitably distributed tax... The centuries of heavy and irregular taxation for the benefit of the manchus have shown China the injustice of any other system of taxation."

44. (SLIDE:   )The atheist Voltaire said, "The fruits of the earth are a common heritage of all, to which each man has equal right." 

45. (SLIDE:   )Another atheist Rousseau said, "You are undone if you once forget that the fruits of the earth belong to us all, and the earth itself to no one." 

46. **??(SLIDE:   ) Albert Einstein, Helen Keller, Tolstoy, John Keynes, Winston Churchill and 100s of other great thinkers agree.

47. Does it work?  Yes, it has in many places.  Here are 3 examples: 
(SLIDE:  DOES IT WORK ) 1) TAIWAN: When Chiang Kai-shek retreated to Taiwan in the 1940s, people were very poor and hungry. 20 rich families monopolized the entire island. General Chiang felt that he had lost the war with Mao Tse Tung because Mao promised equality to all.  So, he started the system of land rent.  Soon, owning and holding lots of land was not profitable at all because all taxes were based on land.  So, they sold of the land they weren’t using as fast as possible at cheap prices. The new owners worked hard and within 10 years, debts were paid off, hunger was ended and the economy began to skyrocket.  Taiwan set world records with 10% per year GDP growth and 20% in their industry. (Fred Harrison, Power in the Land, 1983) By comparison, Korea’s GDP growth in 2005 was 3.5% (http://times.hankooki.com/lpage/biz/200512/kt2005122021361211860.htm).  So land rent produces an economy three times better than capitalism. 

48. **Douglas MacArthur encouraged Japan and Korea to do the same thing and in less than 50 years both countries have risen to the top 15 economies in the world!  **Sentence moved to #75**

49. CALIFORNIA: In the 1890s in California, one man Henry Miller owned 1,000,000 acres of land. Miller could travel from Mexico to Oregon and spend every night on his own land. California started following land rent and Miller realized he would be poor if he kept all that unused land.  He sold the land to over 7,000 independent farms and California became the "bread basket of America" and is equivalent to the 5th largest economy in the world. 

50. (SLIDE: CHINA) CHINA: Confucius (BC 551-479), Chinese philosopher, said, "When the Great Way prevailed, natural resources were fully used for the benefit of all and not appropriated for selfish ends... Thus evil schemings were repressed, and robbers, thieves and other lawless elements failed to arise, so that outer doors did not have to be shut. This was the Age of the Great Commonwealth of peace and prosperity…

51. (OPTIONAL: Native peoples in history like the Indians, the Eskimos and many others also shared nature…and they almost never had poverty like we do.)

52. These examples and many more show us that people and nations experience incredible economic growth when people share God’s resources and take care of each other’s basic needs.  

53. When people share God’s resources and when the desire for luxury and opulence is not #1, there is so much peace and safety that you don’t even have to lock your doors.  Just amazing!
54. Unfortunately,  ***many countries now have neglected this principle and as in other countries, the top 5% of the wealthy rich own more than 90% of the natural resources.

55. Capitalism which is based on greed tells us to just think about ourselves.  But, what happens when we do this?

56. (SLIDE  Nationalism ) Nationalism says the comfort of people in my country is more important than foreigners having enough food, clean water and housing.  As a result, the world spends $1 trillion on military. Even 10% of this money could solve most of the extreme poverty around the world.  God says, “Love one another.” Following this would mean spending more money on people than on military machines.
57. (SLIDE: Expensive Security) Selfishness says I’ve just got to have the latest fashion, the newest jeans, the newest BMW.  My pleasures are more important than others’ basic needs. As a result, we have to install locks, set up guard walls, buy security systems, hire security guards, hire policemen.  The costs of security in our world are astronomical..at least in the trillions of dollars. God says, “Love one another.”

58. (SLIDE:  Future Einsteins wasted) Capitalism says you can own nature without caring about others rights.  As a result, we waste the lives of millions and billions--including many probable Einsteins--they can’t even afford to learn to read and write.  God says, “Love one another.”

59.  (SLIDE: Enron Scandal) Greed tells CEOs of major corporations like Enron to embezzle vast sums. This then bankrupts the life savings of numerous investors…often grandparents and elderly.  God says, “Love one another.” 

60. The world says, “Copy movie star lifestyles …fancy restaurants,  luxurious houses,  the newest cars and fashions.”  As a result jealous and pride cause disappointment and crime to rise. “God says, “Love one another.”

61. (SLIDE:   1 Timothy 6:10) God tells us “The love of money is at the root of all kinds of evil.” 1 Timothy 6:10  Money is good and useful in the right place…but if we make it #1, if we make it into our god, it causes a flood of costly and even deadly problems. 

62. (SLIDE:  Proverbs ) My friends, “God’s people know the rights of the poor; the wicked don’t care to know”.  Proverbs 29:7 

63. (SLIDE:   Hosea) But, no man is an island. Live by the principles of love and justice…” We cannot live the satisfying life that God intended with all its joys if we live selfishly.  We cannot experience the fullness of compassion, satisfaction, grace and the true beauty of life unless we truly recognize that every thing we have comes from God and all are entitled to share these blessings.

64. (SLIDE:   Albert Schweitzer) To finish, keep this quote from 2 time Nobel prize winner Albert Schweitzer in your mind always, “One thing I know: the only ones among you who will be really happy are those who will have sought and found how to serve.” 
65. (SLIDE: Together we can..) I hope that you choose to make love and justice the foundation of your life and use your talents to help the poor, to join NGOs, to volunteer, to support or teach orphans, to protest against injustice through organizations like Amnesty International and in many other ways to create rivers of justice and fountains of mercy and love flowing to all points of our world. Truly “Love one another” and use your influence, talents, abilities and money wisely to help restore basic human rights in all areas including economic.

Mistakes and Corrections to Know
TRUTH PART 1—WHY IS TRUTH IMPORTANT?

Truth.  Scientists, philosophers, theologians and so many others spend vast amounts of time trying to discover true things about people, nature, God and the universe.  But, what is truth and why is it so important? Here are a few situations that show us why truth is so important:
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SITUATION #1: On Saturday, November 25, 2006 Kim, his wife Kati, and two daughters, Penelope and Sabine were traveling home from Portland, Oregon to San Francisco, California. He missed a turn and then turned onto Bear Camp Road in southwest Oregon. Then he took another wrong turn onto a logging road. The road is normally blocked by a locked metal gate during that time of year. 

Around 2:00 AM, the family stopped due to snow and bad weather. The Kims survived for several days in their car, keeping it warm by running the engine. When their 2005 Saab 9-2X station wagon ran out of gas, they began burning dried wood, magazines and car tires to stay warm. 

On December 2, Kim set out to look for help, wearing tennis shoes, a jacket, and light clothing. He believed the nearest town (Galice) was located four miles away after studying a map with his wife. The distance to Galice was actually 13 miles. He promised to turn back at 1 p.m. if he failed to find anyone, but he did not. On December 3, the authorities put about 80 searchers on the ground in addition to three privately hired helicopters, a sheriff's helicopter and an Oregon State Police airplane.

At 1:45 PM on December 4, Kati Kim and her two children were found alive by John Rachor, a helicopter pilot. The three were then rescued, airlifted out of the area and transferred by AMR ambulance to Three Rivers Community Hospital in Grants Pass. They were only successfully found because the cell phone signal previously picked up by Edge Wireless narrowed down their location. The signal was emitted when the Kim family's cell phone received a text message.

He was ultimately found roughly four miles from his vehicle as the crow flies, and about one mile from Black Bar Lodge, a boating outpost. Though it was vacant at the time, it was stocked with food items, and was checked by searchers.  Knowing that truth could have saved his life.
There are many myths in our modern society.  The truth in these cases also can save lives.

MYTH #1 (from ABC NEWS) — ALL CHEMICALS ARE DANGEROUS/DEADLY
In America today, there's this myth that quietly, secretly, everywhere, chemicals are gradually poisoning us. Of course some chemicals, in high enough doses, do kill people.

Americans' fear of chemicals has caused us to obsess about everything from hair dye and dry cleaning to coffee and artificial sweeteners even though there's no proof that the small amounts of the chemicals in those products have harmed anyone.

Cancer deaths are actually declining in America. But our fear is contagious and sometimes deadly.

Health Minister Jim Muhwezi of Uganda points out that as many as 2 million to 3 million people may die because of DDT. But not because DDT is bad, but because Americans' fear of it has deprived much of the world of the DDT that could have saved them.

How did this happen? Well, 50 years ago, Americans sprayed tons of DDT everywhere. Farmers used it to repel bugs, and health officials used it to fight mosquitoes that carry malaria. Nobody worried much about chemicals then.

Today DDT is rarely used. America's demonization of it caused others to shun it. The U.S. government does spend your tax dollars fighting malaria in Africa, but it will not spend a penny on DDT.

The result has been a huge resurgence of malaria. More than 50 people million have died, mostly children.

"If it's DDT, it must be awful. And that's fine if you're a rich, white environmentalist," says Amir Attaran, a scientist leading a campaign urging the use of DDT to fight malaria. "It's not so fine if you're a poor black kid who's about to lose his life to malaria."

The United States fights malaria with drugs that the government's own Web site admits fail up to 80 percent of the time. But we will not use DDT, even though USAID acknowledges it's safe to use. 

MYTH #2 — GUNS ARE ALWAYS BAD FOR US
America is notorious for its culture of gun violence. Guns sometimes do cause terrible harm, and many kids are killed every year in gun accidents. But public service announcements and news stories make it seem as if the accidents kill thousands of kids every year.

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, however, fewer than 100 kids 15 and under are killed in gun accidents every year. Of course that's horrible, and I understand why demonstrators say we need more gun control.

But guess what? The Centers for Disease Control recently completed a review of studies of various types of gun control: background checks, waiting periods, bans on certain guns and ammunition. It could not document that these rules have reduced violent crime. 

The government wants to say regulations and laws like the Brady Gun Control Law are making a difference, but they aren't. Some maximum security felons I spoke to in New Jersey scoffed at measures like the Brady law. They said they'll have no trouble getting guns if they want them.

A Justice Department study confirmed what the prisoners said. But get this: the felons say that the thing they fear the most is not the police, not time in prison, but, you, another American who might be armed.

It's a reason many states are passing gun un-control. They're allowing citizens to carry guns with them, it's called concealed carry or right to carry. Some women say they're comforted by these laws. 

But many people, including Rev. Al Sharpton, are horrified at the idea of concealed carry laws, and predict mayhem if all states adopt these laws. 

But surprise, 36 states already have concealed carry laws; and not one reported an upsurge in gun crime. 

MYTH # 3 — GETTING COLD CAN GIVE YOU A COLD

All through my childhood, I had to watch health movies which sold us the old wive's tale: being cold will give you a cold.

I spoke with some adults who still think that's true, and they make sure their kids are more than prepared for nasty weather. So what happens when kids play a game of football without any coats — some without any shirts — on a 40-degree day? Probably nothing.

Public health expert Dr. Mark Callahan explained being cold has nothing to do with getting a cold. "Running around outside in the cold won't give you a cold. You have to get exposed to a virus, pick it up and then you'll get a cold," Callahan said.

I learned about this myth years ago, when "20/20" sent me to a cold part of England. Scientists there found that dropping cold viruses into people's noses often made them sick. But getting them cold and wet made no difference. The researchers had people walk outside in the winter rain and then sit in unheated rooms in various stages of undress, and those chilled people got no more olds than anyone else.

The cold is caused by a virus, not by temperature. And people get more colds in the winter, only because then we spend more time indoors passing the virus back and forth because we're closer to each other. Being cold has nothing to do with it.

MYTH # 4 — LIFE IS GETTING WORSE 

I can see why people think life is getting worse. Anyone who watches television news regularly will hear stories about child abductions, muggings, murders, deadly new diseases. It's enough to make anyone feel frightened.  Kids I talked with told me they think crime is on the rise. They say they're worried about being kidnapped.  I find it so sad that they're scared when they are actually safer than ever. The crime rate is close to the lowest it's been in 15 years, and a Justice Department study showed no increase in kidnapping.

But Americans are living longer, better lives than they ever have. "These are the safest times ever to have lived on the Earth," economist Moore said, "and America is the safest place to have ever lived."  Today 70,000 Americans are at least 100 years old.  The average American today lives 30 years longer than the average American 100 years ago, according to Moore.

Today, we worry about SARS, but SARS hasn't killed a single person in America. Fewer than a thousand people have died worldwide. Compare that to the flu epidemic of 1918, which killed 20 million people. Today's kids haven't even heard of many mass killers like diphtheria or rheumatic fever. And today, we complain about work, forgetting that in the old days most Americans worked on farms.

We romanticize the farm, but life on the farm 75 to 100 years ago wasn't so wonderful. "One of the reasons people left the farms," according to Moore, "was because their lives were so tough and it was back-breaking toil." Mines were worse, and life in the factories was hardly any better. And we still have poverty, but in recent years, what Americans call poverty has changed. Some people living at the poverty line have apartments with cable television and microwave ovens. So, we are making progress for every segment of our society.

And finally we worry a lot about pollution. But the air is actually getting cleaner.  "Fifty years ago," Moore noted, "many American cities had permanent black fogs over them." All emissions have been cut 48 percent since 1970. Every major air pollutant is down dramatically. And lakes and rivers are cleaner too.

People still joke about the rivers that surround my home in New York City. The East and Hudson Rivers were once disgusting. After all, millions of people live here and when they flushed, all of it went directly, untreated, to the rivers.

But now treatment plants clean the sewage, so the rivers around Manhattan are 98 percent cleaner than 30 years ago. Even within sight of the Empire State Building, within a short distance of millions of people flushing, I'm willing to jump into the Hudson River.  It's cold. And officials do fish, on average, two bodies out of the river every year. But it is clean enough that it's now legal to swim here.

Moore sums it up nicely, "Every generation has always felt like things are getting worse rather than getting better, when in fact every objective standard of life on Earth and safety and health is showing much improvement. We should feel so lucky to be alive today."

There are many, many other areas that truth has critical importance for life.  If you follow truth in using the correct medicine, banning slavery and supporting equal rights for different races and sexes, abortion, environmental issues, relationships, parenting, education and a host of other areas, lives will be saved and human potential will be vastly increased.  Even more important is to find out the truth about how to live for eternity after this world ends.  Your whole life here will be a maximum of ~100 years.  What is that in comparison to the incredible opportunity of living forever and exploring the universe and all it’s secrets!! So, identifying, learning and living the truth is one of the most important endeavors in our entire life.

TRUTH PART 2:  HOW DO YOU IDENTIFY TRUTH (easier version than the class handout)

(I updated this and simplified some of the sentences and added some examples.  So, it is a bit easier for you.)

Many people wonder how we can decide which scientists or authors or speakers are telling the truth.  I've  debated  many people on many topics…and in many cases it all boils down to which “authority” you trust.  Many do not have any process by which to check which authority is really telling the truth.  They just go by feeling.  In a free writing report last term..one girl said she was convinced that homosexuality was OK by watching one hollywood movie...and this was AFTER listening to pastor Chip Ingram and all the statistics about how homosexuality is very deadly and directly causes many diseases that reduce life by many decades.  It didn't seem to make any difference to her what the science said.  The movie was more convincing to her than everything the scientists said...even though the movie wasn't based on any scientific facts.  Just her emotions and feelings were more important than the facts.  That report that she wrote scared, frightened and inspired me all at the same time.  I really think it's true these days that people are "amusing themselves to death" as one author writes (and that’s the title of his book).  Worse, people these days are making life and eternity deciding decisions based on their emotions from entertainment!  That has inspired me start writing a topic on how we find and decide on truth...it's not all on paper yet…but here are some ideas. It's no longer enough to just present people with facts.  That is not persuasive enough for many people.  They need to feel it and experience something in order for them to believe it.  But, hopefully some people will realize the importance of finding out what is true and following it rather than just going by their feelings.

There are 2 questions to think about:  A) How to find truth and B) Which people/sources are credible and worth believing:

HOW TO FIND TRUTH

Here are some principles that I believe are very useful in deciding what is truth: 

1) Learn From Credible Sources: Find and test sources that have been proven accurate numerous times in many areas.  If they have been right many times in the past, there’s a good chance they will be right in the future as well and they also may be right in areas that we can't prove by science.  For example, scientists in the past said that pandas, gorillas, dinosaurs and many other animals never existed.  Native people said they had seen them, but the scientists didn’t believe it.  Finally scientists saw gorillas, pandas, tapirs, ostriches and many other things they didn’t think were real.  They realized they were wrong.  So, native people are quite credible when they talk about some animal existing in most cases.

2) Learn From the Testimonies of Many Changed Lives:  Find ideas or philosophies that have radically changed and improved people’s lives. When 1 or a few people experience something positive, there's a chance that I can experience that too.  But, that also can easily lead us in a wrong direction. For example there are a few people who smoke and drink alcohol and live to be 100, but for almost everyone, those habits will cause you to die young. But, if many other people testify that they've experienced benefits from something, then it's much more credible and trustworthy and there's a good chance that I can experience similar benefits.  In the Bible’s case for example, many millions have been able to give up addictions like alcohol, adultery, violence, swearing, smoking and many other things with the power of Jesus.  

3) Practical Results:  If the positive results of following this philosophy can be seen in different areas...ranging from people's experiences to science, relationships, history, art, etc., then it’s something that is valuable and useful and has a lot of truth in it (although it may not be 100% truth).  

4) People Sacrifice for it:  If people who have the possibility to know if something is for sure true or not are willing to die for it...then you've got an extremely strong case for it being factual.

5) Prophecy/Prediction: If a worldview predict many things in the future that are currently unknown, and they later come true, then it has a LOT more credibility. Science says that if a theory can predict something, and it turns out to be correct, that’s a strong evidence that it is true.  The Bible has 1000s of prophecies that have come true. It also has predictions about science.  For example, it says that life is in the blood.  Until the 1800s, doctors were bleeding patients when they were sick because they thought blood was dangerous.  George Washington died because of this.  But, now we know that blood carries oxygen and other things to all parts of the body.

6) Accurate Science:  If science matches with a theory or idea, that’s a very good evidence that it’s true.  Science doesn’t have the answers for everything...but, ESPECIALLY IN TESTABLE AND OBSERVABLE areas, it can help us test if something is true or not. There are quite a few areas of science where things are interpretations and use a lot of assumptions.  These aren't very trustworthy (such as evolution and things in ancient history).  But, when things are observable and testable, it can help us find what’s true. 

7) Accurate History: If a worldview matches most well known historical facts, then it's more trustworthy.  But, our knowledge of history also isn't perfect.  We are constantly learning new things.  So, sometimes, we might think ancient sources or sources from other countries aren’t right, but with time, we sometimes find that they were right and we were wrong. 


8) Miracles: If we are testing religions and Gods, then they should have power to do things much greater than human beings.  Prophecies that cover 100s and 1000s of years are one example of this.  Miracles are another.  If the God of some worldview can produce solid evidence of miracles or supernatural intervention, that's adds a lot to it's credibility, but you still have to determine which supernatural power it's coming from (God or Satan). There are also people who will tell you about miracles, but those miracles are just because of higher technology that they know or they are lying. 

Those are some things that help me to decide what is true or not true.  Next is the similar question of who we should believe.  If I were to make a list of who is most credible, it would be something like this:

EXCELLENT CREDIBILITY
1) Techniques or methods that have perfect or extremely good track records of uncovering or revealing things accurately. From my study, the Bible has the best track record of any book in history. But, I also have found much to respect from Confucius and some wisdom from Buddha and of course much good from science. 
2)  Scientific ideas that follow the Bible or other sources with a good track record are very trustworthy (since the Bible has the best track record of any authority in the world).
3) People who have sacrificed valuable things for something they believe is true...money, jobs, reputations, etc. are more credible.  Also, people who speak about research that goes against their culture, religion, beliefs, traditions are VERY credible.  They don’t WANT to make troubles for their nation or religion.  They don’t WANT to lose their jobs or money.  But, they do this because truth is most important for them.  For example some scientists started warning people about global warming.  They were very concerned about it.  They were warned not to talk about it.  But, they continued talking about it and lost their jobs.  Why would they lose their jobs over something that is false?  It doesn’t make sense.  But, if it is true, it does make a lot of sense.  So, if people are willing to sacrifice for something, especially something that they are experts on or have firsthand knowledge of, then that has a high chance to be true.
4) People who were enemies of a belief and then converted to believe in it.  For example, Saul was killing Christians.  But, God spoke to him and he become a Christian.  Dr. Walter Brown was a strong evolutionist.  So was Dr. Walter Veith.  They and many others had difficulty matching evolution and the evidence from science.  So, they checked out creation theory and it matched MUCH better.  They wrote books and made videos that are free online  (www.creationscience.com and www.amazingdiscoveries.org) Josh McDowell and 2 Oxford professors wanted to destroy faith in the Bible.  They did 1000s of hours or research trying to destroy it.  They and MANY others kept finding evidence that it was true.  They eventually converted to Christianity. This is very powerful evidence of something being true.  
5) Scientists who are paid for their research whatever the conclusion may be.   If scientists who work for the M & M company do research showing that M & Ms are healthy, that’s very suspicious.  There might be a few small ways that candy is good for you, but in most ways it’s unhealthy.   These scientists wouldn’t be paid for research which showed their companies candy to be unhealthy.  So, check scientists who are paid for ANY results, not just results that help their company.
6) Witnesses with a good track record who apologize from time to time when they make mistakes and are honest about it and willing to change their position. NOONE is perfect.  So, when people correct their mistakes and tell people about them, this means they are honest and they are willing to change their ideas to follow what is true.  They are much more credible. 
7) Scientists who use studies of large areas or large numbers of people are more credible.  If they study just a few people, it can be wrong. But, if they study many people, it is likely to be true.

POSSIBLY TRUE 

8) People who are amateurs but have studied for 1000s of hours or for many years in an area they are passionate about.  They may not have professional backgrounds, but sometimes they are right and the experts are wrong.   The experts sometimes learn faulty knowledge.  And amateurs can sometimes do things that the experts think are impossible.  For example, the experts said that flying airplanes was impossible.  But, the Wright brothers worked and invented and studied until the created a real flying airplane.  The experts said that light bulbs could never be invented.  But, Edison experimented more than 10,000 times and found a way.   But, amateur are also are more likely to make mistakes that experts wouldn't make. So, check the results carefully.  

NOT CREDIBLE
9) People whose reporting always favors those they are paid by or their a priori beliefs (Milloy of Junk Science is one example...but so are for example the Korean scientists who always report that kimchi is healthy...when it's obvious to the most casual observer that pickled things are damaging to the stomach...thus the high rate of stomach cancer here.  Recently a group of 10 Korean scientists reported that because of its salt and fermented aspects, kimchi is a major cause of stomach cancer (although it may have some good aspects too).   American scientists for many years have been reporting that steak is unhealthy. Since they wouldn’t want to criticize their national food, that’s quite credible.  If scientists from ANY belief (evolution, creation, Buddhism, Christianity, Islam, science, etc.) never find any results that are different from their belief, they are probably not very honest. They may have some good pieces of information, but to know all the truth from them is nearly impossible. 
10) People who refuse to consider ideas outside their own nations, traditions, religions are not very trustworthy.
11) People who just make claims and statements without giving references and real science to back up their claims are not very trustworthy.  Criticizing the other side does NOT make your side true.  They need to have science that supports their own position. For example, some creationist scientists spend all their time criticizing evolution and showing it false.  That’s helpful.  But, it does NOT prove that creation is true.  They need to provide scientific evidence that creation is true.  Many creationist scientists DO provide good evidence for their theories. But, some only criticize evolution.  Just criticizing is not enough.
12) People who have bad track records are not credible.
13) People who use small studies with only a very few people are not very trustworthy.
14) People who have been proven to use deception, manipulation, false logic (like straw man, red herring, ad hominem, etc.  tactics) exaggeration or other forms of twisting the truth.
The site www.rbc.org says this:

In the ancient Greek world, Aristotle cast a giant shadow of scholarly and scientific insight that touches us today. Long before the invention of the printing press, Aristotle used well-reasoned criteria for recognizing the trustworthiness of an ancient document. He listed three guidelines that have stood the test of time:
(1) Was the person an eyewitness to the event he recorded? 
(2) How many copies of the record do we have and how close are they to the event they describe?
(3) Are there other sources outside the document that corroborate the document’s claims? 

Even today, historians follow these guidelines. They remain foundational to the science of textual criticism. Such guidelines help us to see some of the many reasons that the credibility of the New Testament has stood the test of time. The writers who wrote about Jesus were people who knew Him and lived with him or a friend of someone who directly knew Jesus.   The Nag Hammadi documents(Gnostic gospels), by comparison, were written about 100 to 200 years after the life of Jesus. Being later in time and lacking connection to those who knew Christ, they reflect Gnostic doctrines of the second and third centuries rather than a first-century record of witnesses. More to come in this section


These are some things that can help us to find out what is true, valuable, safe and helpful to our lives.

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NOTE FROM BRYAN:  Here’s the article to study.  I will forget the voting article…only this one.  It was originally 18 pages long…I spent around 2 hours cutting it down to ~2 pages of the best ideas from Dr. Randy Pausch’s life..and did it twice because of a computer crash (. Anyway, some very good ideas here.  Focus mostly on the principles and suggestions in blue.
…All right, so what is today’s talk about then? It’s about my childhood dreams and how I have achieved them. I’ve been very fortunate that way. How I believe I’ve been able to enable the dreams of others, and to some degree, lessons learned. I’m a professor, there should be some lessons learned and how you can use the stuff you hear today to achieve your dreams or enable the dreams of others. And as you get older, you may find that “enabling the dreams of others” thing is even more fun.
So what were my childhood dreams? You may not agree with this list, but I was there. [laughter] Being in zero gravity, playing in the National Football League, authoring an article in the World Book Encyclopedia. Being Captain Kirk…and I wanted to be an Imagineer with Disney. 
OK, so being in zero gravity. Now it’s important to have specific dreams. I did not dream of being an astronaut, because when I was a little kid, I wore glasses and they told me oh, astronauts can’t have glasses. And I was like, mmm, I didn’t really want the whole astronaut gig, I just wanted the floating. There is a program where college students can submit proposals and if they win the competition, they get to fly. And I thought that was really cool, and we had a team and we put a team together and they won and they got to fly. And I was all excited because I was going to go with them. And then I hit the first brick wall, because they made it very clear that under no circumstances were faculty members allowed to fly with the teams. I know, I was heartbroken. I was like, I worked so hard! And so I read the literature very carefully and it turns out that NASA, it’s part of their outreach and publicity program, and it turns out that the students were allowed to bring a local media journalist from their home town. [laughter] And, [deep voice] Randy Pausch, web journalist. [regular voice] [laughter] So, childhood dream number one, check.
OK, let’s talk about football. My dream was to play in the National Football League. And most of you don’t know that I did not make it to the National Football League, but I probably got more from that dream and not accomplishing it than I got from any of the ones that I did accomplish. I had a coach, Jim Graham, who was six-foot-four, he had played linebacker at Penn State. He was just this hulk of a guy and he showed up for practice the first day, and you know, there’s big hulking guy, we were all scared to death of him. And he hadn’t brought any footballs. How are we going to have practice without any footballs? And one of the other kids said, excuse me coach, but there’s no football. And Coach Graham said, right, how many men are on a football field at a time? Eleven on a team, twenty-two. Coach Graham said, all right, and how many people are touching the football at any given time? One of them. And he said, right, so we’re going to work on what those other twenty-one guys are doing. And that’s a really good story because it’s all about fundamentals. Fundamentals, fundamentals, fundamentals. You’ve got to get the fundamentals down because otherwise the fancy stuff isn’t going to work. 
And the other Jim Graham story I have is there was one practice where he just rode me (criticized me) all practice. You’re doing this wrong, you’re doing this wrong, go back and do it again, you owe me, you’re doing push-ups after practice. And when it was all over, one of the other assistant coaches came over and said, yeah, Coach Graham rode you pretty hard, didn’t he? I said, yeah. He said, that’s a good thing. He said, when you’re screwing up and nobody’s saying anything to you anymore, that means they gave up. And that’s a lesson that stuck with me my whole life. Is that when you see yourself doing something badly and nobody’s bothering to tell you anymore, that’s a very bad place to be. Your critics are your ones telling you they still love you and care.

OK, and so one of the expressions I learned at Electronic Arts, which I love, which pertains to this, is experience is what you get when you didn’t get what you wanted. And I think that’s absolutely lovely. And the other thing about football is we send our kids out to play football or soccer or swimming or whatever it is, and it’s the first example of what I’m going to call a head fake, or indirect learning. We actually don’t want our kids to learn football. I mean, yeah, it’s really nice that I have a wonderful three-point stance and that I know how to do a chop block and all this kind of stuff. But we send our kids out to learn much more important things. Teamwork, sportsmanship, perseverance, etcetera, etcetera. And these kinds of head fake learning are absolutely important. And you should keep your eye out for them because they’re everywhere.

All right, my next one. Being an Imagineer. This was the hard one. Believe me, getting to zero gravity is easier than becoming an Imagineer. When I was a kid, I was eight years old and our family took a trip cross-country to see Disneyland. And I just thought this was just the coolest environment I had ever been in, and instead of saying, gee, I want to experience this, I said, I want to make stuff like this. And so I bided my time and then I graduated with my Ph.D. from Carnegie Mellon, thinking that meant me infinitely qualified to do anything. And I dashed off my letters of applications to Walt Disney Imagineering, and they sent me some of the damned nicest go-to-hell letters I have ever gotten. [laughter] Remember, the brick walls are there for a reason. The brick walls are not there to keep us out. The brick walls are there to give us a chance to show how badly we want something. Because the brick walls are there to stop the people who don’t want it badly enough. They’re there to stop the other people. 
All right, fast forward to 1991. I called Imagineering and I said, look, I’m briefing the Secretary of Defense. I’d like some materials on what you have because it’s one of the best VR systems in the world. And they kind of pushed back. And I said, look, is all this patriotism stuff in the parks a farce? And they’re like, hmm, ok. [laughter]. So I find myself on the phone with a guy named Jon Snoddy who is one of the most impressive guys I have ever met, and he was the guy running this team, and it’s not surprising they had done impressive things. Jon and I spent something like 80 hours talking with all the VR experts in the world, saying if you had access to this one unbelievable project, what would you ask? At the end, I sort of made “the ask.” And I said, you know, I have a sabbatical coming up and I talked with him about the possibility of coming there and working with him. And he said, well that’s really good except, you know, you’re in the business of telling people stuff and we’re in the business of keeping secrets. And then what made Jon Snoddy Jon Snoddy was he said, but we’ll work it out, which I really loved. The other thing that I learned from Jon Snoddy – I could do easily an hour long talk just on what have I learned from Jon Snoddy. One of the things he told me was that wait long enough and people will surprise and impress you. He said, when you’re pissed off at somebody and you’re angry at them, you just haven’t given them enough time. Just give them a little more time and they’ll almost always impress you. And that really stuck with me. I think he’s absolutely right on that one. 
And Dean Wormer has a meeting with me where I say I want to do this sabbatical thing and I’ve actually got the Imagineering guys to let an academic in, which is insane. I mean this is a very secretive organization. And Dean Wormer looks at the paperwork and he says the deal’s off. I said to him, I want you to understand how important this is. If we can’t work this out, I’m going to take an unpaid leave of absence and I’m just going to go there and I’m going to do this thing. And he said, hey, I might not even let you do that. …Then I said, well is this really your call?  Isn’t this the call of the Dean of Sponsored Research if it’s an IP issue? And he said, yeah, that’s true. Whoosh! I’m gone in a big ball of dust. And I find myself in Gene Block’s office, who is the most fantastic man in the world. And I start talking to Gene Block and I say do you think this is a good idea? He said, well if you’re asking me if it’s a good idea, I don’t have very much information. All I know is that one of my star faculty members is in my office and he’s really excited, so tell me more. Here’s a lesson for everybody in administration. They both said the same thing. But think about how they said it, right? [In a loud, barking voice] I don’t know! [In a pleasant voice] Well, I don’t have much information, but one of my start faculty members is here and he’s all excited so I want to learn more. They’re both ways of saying I don’t know, but boy there’s a good way and a bad way. So anyway, we got it all worked out. I went to Imagineering. Sweetness and light. And all’s well that ends well.

And so those are my childhood dreams. And that’s pretty good. I felt good about that. So then the question becomes, how can I enable the childhood dreams of others. (Talks about several projects he worked on and how he helped students gain skills to achieve their childhood dreams and how that was very thrilling and rewarding).
All right, so now the third part of the talk. Lessons learned. Somewhere along the way there’s got to be some aspect of what lets you get to achieve your dreams. First one is the rule of parents, mentors and students. I was blessed to have been born to two incredible people. Other people who help us besides our parents: our teachers, our mentors, our friends, our colleagues. When I was a freshman at Brown, all I heard about was this Andy Van Dam. I started working for Andy. I was a teaching assistant for him as a sophomore. And I was quite an arrogant young man. And he put his arm around my shoulders and we went for a little walk and he said, Randy, it’s such a shame that people perceive you as so arrogant. Because it’s going to limit what you’re going to be able to accomplish in life.
Never give up. I didn’t get into Brown University. I was on the wait list. I called them up and they eventually decided that it was getting really annoying to have me call everyday so they let me in. It came time to start thinking about what to do after graduating from Brown. Andy said, go get a Ph.D. Become a professor. Andy had mentored me. He said, go to graduate school, you’re going to Carnegie Mellon. All my good students go to Carnegie Mellon. But, I didn’t get into Carnegie Mellon. I went into Andy’s office and I dropped the rejection letter on his desk. [laughter] And before the letter had hit his desk, his hand was on the phone and he said, I will fix this. [laughter] And he said, look, Carnegie Mellon’s where you’re going to be. (And that’s where Randy ended up due to Andy’s help.)

President Cohen, when I told him I was going to do this talk, he said, please tell them about having fun, because that’s what I remember you for. And I said, I can do that, but it’s kind of like a fish talking about the importance of water. I mean I don’t know how to not have fun. I’m dying and I’m having fun. And I’m going to keep having fun every day I have left. Because there’s no other way to play it.

My next piece of advice is, never lose the childlike wonder. It’s just too important. It’s what drives us. 
Help others. Loyalty is a two way street. 
So. How do you get people to help you? You can’t get there alone. People have to help you and I do believe in karma. I believe in paybacks. You get people to help you by telling the truth. Being earnest. I’ll take an earnest person over a hip person every day, because hip is short term. Earnest is long term.
Apologize when you screw up and focus on other people, not on yourself. 
Remember brick walls let us show our dedication. They are there to separate us from the people who don’t really want to achieve their childhood dreams. 
Don’t bail. The best of the gold’s at the bottom of barrels of crap. 
When you do the right thing, good stuff has a way of happening. Get a feedback loop and listen to it. Your feedback loop can be this dorky spreadsheet thing I did, or it can just be one great man who tells you what you need to hear. The hard part is the listening to it. Anybody can get chewed out. It’s the rare person who says, oh my god, you were right. As opposed to, no wait, the real reason is… We’ve all heard that. When people give you feedback, cherish it and use it. 
Show gratitude. When I got tenure I took all of my research team down to Disneyworld for a week. And one of the other professors at Virginia said, how can you do that? I said these people just busted their ass and got me the best job in the world for life. How could I not do that? 
Don’t complain. Just work harder. [shows slide of Jackie Robinson, the first black major league baseball player] That’s a picture of Jackie Robinson. It was in his contract not to complain, even when the fans spit on him.

Be good at something, it makes you valuable.

Work hard. I got tenure a year early as Steve mentioned. Junior faculty members used to say to me, wow, you got tenure early. What’s your secret? I said, it’s pretty simple. Call my any Friday night in my office at ten o’clock and I’ll tell you.

Find the best in everybody. One of the things that Jon Snoddy as I said told me, is that you might have to wait a long time, sometimes years, but people will show you their good side. Just keep waiting no matter how long it takes. No one is all evil. Everybody has a good side, just keep waiting, it will come out.

And be prepared. Luck is truly where preparation meets opportunity.

So today’s talk was about my childhood dreams, enabling the dreams of others, and some lessons learned. But did you figure out the head fake? [dramatic pause] It’s not about how to achieve your dreams. It’s about how to lead your life. If you lead your life the right way, the karma will take care of itself. The dreams will come to you.

Have you figured out the second head fake? The talk’s not for you, it’s for my kids. Thank you all, good night.
